Homeless veterans generally own little more than the 
clothes on their backs.  The Casa Veterans Ministry 
partners with the Arizona Housing Coalition and 
Community Bridges, Inc. to restore a sense of dignity, 
community and hope to these veterans and to provide 
them with a basket of household goods when they 
move into their new home. We call this assortment of 
supplies a “St. Joseph’s Basket,” in honor of the patron 
saint of the poor.
